The volcanoes which erupt frequently and
constantly the molten lavas, gases, ashes and fragmental materials, are
known as active volcanoes.

All volcanoes do sign of activity for years
together nor any type of indication for future eruptions. But they
suddenly erupt very violently and cause enormous damage to human
life and property. Vesuvius (Naples in Italy) volcano is the best example
which erupted first in 1579 A.D. and then in 1631 A.D. The subsequent
eruptions occurred in 1803. 1872, 1906, 1927, 1928 and 1929.
A volcano which is neither active nor dormant and has not erupted
within the last few thousand years is called an extinct or dead volcano.
This type of volcano has no indications of future eruption. Lonar Lake in
Maharashtra and Kailash Lake in Jammu and Kashmir (India) are the
typical examples of extinct volcano.
